If the RAP file is still open at
time of receipt (no retroactive payments will be made). In order to be considered for this allowance, refugees must submit to IRCC documentation, such as a lease
agreement, indicating that their total housing costs (including utilities) exceed the maximum shelter allowances issued under RAP.

Age of Majority top up: for dependants turning 18 in provinces where the age of majority is 19. A living allowance supplement can be issue for $150 plus the cost
of transportation allowance based on the current cost of monthly public transportation in their community of residence.
